Q N e An entry visa to the Republic of Congo is mandatory, except for

@ States (CEMAC). Visas can be obtained at the Embassy or Consulate of the

s sl Republic of Congo in your country of nationality or residence.

e |f there is no diplomatic representation of the Republic of Congo in your country, an
authorization of entry into the Republic of Congo must be obtained from the Congolese
authorities at least 10 (ten) days prior to arrival via the WHO Regional Office for Africa, by
providing a copy of your passport and indicating your country of departure and flight details.
A support letter will be made available to participants to facilitate the issuance of the visa
on arrival.

e Inthis case, the visa will be issued to you upon arrival at the Brazzaville International Airport
(Maya-Maya) or the Autonomous Port (Beach) after payment of CFAF 20 000, or €35 or US$
50.

e Nationals of CEMAC Member States do not require an entry visa; they are only required to
have a valid passport.

e Nationals of Benin, Burkina Faso, Cote d’Ivoire, Mauritania, Morocco, Niger, Senegal and
Togo may obtain their visas on arrival.

e Holders of diplomatic passports and the United Nations Laissez-Passer will be issued a visa
on arrival free of charge.

Immigration formalities

On arrival, you will be received by members of the Organizing Committee, who will provide you
with the necessary assistance.

Handling of luggage on arrival

You are requested to keep your luggage tags and present them at the exit to the customs officials.
You can entrust the withdrawal and transfer of your luggage to uniformed porters with the
assistance of the WHO AFRO team.

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VACCINATION AND HEALTH INFORMATION

Yellow fever vaccination is mandatory. Check the validity of your health
certificate and update if necessary. You are required to present your vaccination
certificate to health workers upon arrival.

Vaccination against typhoid fever, hepatitis A and B virus, meningitis, tetanus and
poliomyelitis is advised.

With regard to malaria, Congo is classified in zone C, mainly owing to the presence of plasmodium
falciparum. The risk of contracting malaria especially from plasmodium falciparum exists all year
round. Antimalaria prophylaxis appropriate for each individual is recommended before your
departure, and until two weeks after your return. The use of other individual protection measures
such as sprays, creams, electric mosquito killers and mosquito nets is recommended.

The Clinic of the Regional Office for Africa, in collaboration with the Ministry of Health (MoH)
Congo, will be operating mobile clinics at the conference venue, equipped to handle a range of
medical emergencies. The clinics will be open during all conference hours and also provide 24/7
support for emergencies.

It is compulsory for all delegates to obtain and maintain adequate international medical insurance
coverage including repatriation evacuation under their national, institutional, or private health
insurance schemes.

BANK AND FOREIGN EXCHANGE

An automatic teller machine (ATM) is available at the Tours Jumelles
accepting Visa cards. It is accessible 24/7. Other ATMs operated by some
banks in the city centre also operate on a 24-hour basis.

The two local
languages most commonly spoken are Lingala (in Brazzaville and the north of
the country) and Kitouba (in Pointe-Noire and the south).

ELECTRICITY

The recommended voltage for electrical appliances is: 220 volts—230 volts, 50
AC.

CUISINE

Congolese cuisine is quite varied. The popular national dishes served in
restaurants include:

e Saka-saka: Pounded cassava leaves, seasoned and prepared with groundnut
paste or palm oil and served with rice.

e Chicken a la Mouambe (Mossaka): Chicken cooked or roasted in groundnut
paste or thick palm oil sauce and served with rice or pounded plantain.

e Maboke: Freshwater fish, boiled in spices, piri-piri (a variety of chilli) and other seasoning,
wrapped in leaves.

e  Grilled piri-piri chicken (or barbecued).
e  Mutton stew in groundnut sauce.

e Cabbage palm salad.

e  Asparagus spears.

e Smoked fish (moukalou): eaten as stock/bouillon or with koko (thinly sliced leaves) and
groundnut paste (same as with salted fish).
